 


The Child and Adolescent State Infrastructure Grant (CASIG) and State Adolescent Coordination (SAC) Grant (KidsNet GA) Project is offering scholarships for the Georgetown Training Institutes (July 16-20) at the Gaylord Opryland Resort and Convention in Nashville, TN: Developing Local Systems of Care for Children and Adolescents with Mental Health Needs and their Families.
The scholarships will be awarded to family members and family/youth teams who are actively participating in the systems of care and/or in the CASIG/SAC (KidsNet GA) Collaborative and Work Groups.  
Please note that family and youth scholarships will cover the following expenses related to the Conference:

· Conference registration (to be arranged and paid by the University of Georgia);

· Hotel lodging in Nashville, TN. for the nights required for attendance at the Conference (to be arranged and paid by the University of Georgia); 
· Mileage to and from Nashville, TN at a reimbursement rate of .505 cents per mile paid by the Georgia Parent Support Network;
· Meals for scholarship recipients (when meals are not served as part of the conference activities) at the State of Georgia maximum meal expense for Nashville, TN of $51 ($10 for breakfast, $15 for lunch, and $26 for dinner) per day per person– paid by the Georgia Parent Support Network; 
· Family and youth stipend fees for participation in the Conference at a rate of $50 per full day and $30 per partial day ($20 per partial day for youth participants) – stipend fees paid by the Georgia Parent Support Network. 
The scholarships are not available to cover ancillary expenses such as telephone, internet services and entertainment and recreational activities, childcare services, or other miscellaneous charges.
