Waiver Questions/Barriers to Service Provision
Providers, especially Child Placing Agencies, who are interested in becoming a Medicaid Rehab Option provider of DD services, are working with the Division to understand and redesign the application process. 

The following items have been identified as areas or questions that need to be answered as the Division of MHDDAD moves forward with this waiver initiative.

· Level of Care (LOC) as it applies to DD Services needs to be clearly defined and understood by all.

· Who does the first evaluations on kids who may exhibit DD?

· Income issues for the biological family.

· Who all has oversight responsibilities? What role does Intake & Evaluation (I&E) and Service Monitors have?

· Is there a separate evaluation for children?

· Individual Support Plan (ISP) vs. Foster Care Plan of Care

· Human rights role?

· Incident reports – ORS or Regions?

· Differences in Medication Management requirements and standards.

· Providers at the table in Policy formation and implementation?

· Multiple Systems interacting together

· Who decides on which provider will provider the DD services?  What is the role of the family?

· What are reasonable rates?

· Host home definition, clarification, etc.  How many children?

· Will host homes need to become CPAs?

· Will a personal care home license be required in any circumstance?

· Will there be separate codes for children in DFCS custody?

· Will there be separate Medicaid numbers (provider) for each location of service?  For adults and children?

· Regional sight visits to each home.  
· Computer systems – all providers must have E- Commerce capacity.  Must understand different computer systems such as:
